An international art project by Rainer Grassmuck

26 artists from 16 countries present their artworks dealing with a theme of interest to any human being: "Climate Change". 

It is totally natural to the project initiator and Webist Rainer Grassmuck - architect, artist and ambassador of culture based in Wuppertal, Germany - to elaborate on this theme, along with internationally renown art colleagues, as change of climate can only be influenced by world-wide cooperation. Ingrid Kamerbeek, co-founder of "Webism Group of Worldwide Artists", functions as project assistant.

"Webism is an international art movement with an accent on digital/net art. The term was coined in 1997 by American cyber-art pioneer Dr. Rodney Chang (a.k.a. Pygoya) who is also participating in the Climate Change Project. The "Webism Group of Worldwide Artists” was founded in November 2003 by Pygoya of Hawaii and Ingrid Kamerbeek of Sonthofen, Germany. Webism not only is a virtual community but the idea of global art collaboration without borders in time or space. Moreover, Webism also fosters the effort to bring together people from all over the world with shared compassion for the planet and its inhabitants, thereby promoting global understanding and peace."

All statements in respect to the future of our climate and its drastic influences on our future are based upon facts from the scientific community but nevertheless may change tomorrow. How do we Webists look at the consequences due to climate change?"

The artworks are online since April 2nd, 2007 but also will be on exhibit in real life in Wuppertal, Germany first and thereafter all around the globe. Sponsors are sought by the organizers to enable the financing of this traveling show plan.
